P2 Curriculum Newsletter Term 3
Dear Parents and Carers,
It has been wonderful to see Primary 2 return after the Christmas holidays. The class has settled in quickly, and we are excited to begin our new learning this term.
Gym Days
Our PE days are Wednesdays (indoor) and Fridays (outdoor).
 Please send your child ready for PE on these days: dark shorts, leggings or joggers, trainers, a white polo shirt and a school jumper/cardigan.
 No earrings please. Indoor shoes for the gym hall would be very helpful (clean trainers or sandshoes).
Health and Wellbeing
In Health and Wellbeing we will learn about...
Literacy
This term we are continuing to follow the Jolly Phonics and Grammar programme.
 Primary 2 will revise previously taught sounds and continue to build confidence using them in both reading and writing. We will place a stronger focus on tricky word recognition, helping pupils recall these words quickly and use them accurately in their own work. Each week, pupils will be introduced to new spelling words to practise in school and at home.
In writing, we are developing independence by encouraging pupils to sound out unfamiliar words, use appropriate punctuation, and begin extending their ideas using connectives such as and and because. This term our writing focus will include Scots poetry to celebrate Robert Burns, followed by persuasive writing linked to real-life contexts. Pupils will also spend time reading over their own work, self-assessing, and making improvements to earlier pieces.
In reading, pupils will continue to work through group texts as well as whole-class reading. Our comprehension focus this term will be on using inference and evaluative skills to demonstrate a deeper understanding of stories and characters. Reading books will continue to be issued weekly. Please keep practising reading and spelling words at home to support classroom learning.
Reading books are issued weekly. Please continue to practise your reading and spelling words at home.
Numeracy and Maths
In numeracy, we will continue to work on our mental maths skills through daily Number Talks. Pupils will practise recalling number bonds to 10 and linking these to number facts with much larger numbers. We will be building confidence with addition and subtraction strategies and exploring multiplication as repeated addition and division as sharing. Pupils will have opportunities to choose methods that support them best, whether that is using concrete materials such as cubes and counters, drawing pictures, or applying mental maths strategies.
In maths we are learning…
Children will also have opportunities to consolidate skills through games, mental maths, and our numeracy programme Sumdog.
IDL / Topic
Our IDL topics this term are Reuse & Recycle and Scottish Inventors.
 Pupils will learn about caring for our environment by sorting materials, reusing classroom items, and helping maintain a class recycling system. Later in the term, we will explore famous Scottish inventors and the problems their inventions solved. Pupils will then design and build their own invention to solve a real-world problem.
We look forward to creating a Showcase later in the term where parents and carers will be invited into school to see the children’s inventions and celebrate their learning.
Homework
Homework will continue to be shared through Seesaw each week and will include reading, spelling and number activities linked to classroom learning.
 Children will also receive their spelling words on Mondays, with a quick spelling quiz at the end of the week.
Please remember reading with your child is one of the most important things you can do at home to support their learning. 
How You Can Help at Home
· Practise reading every night and talk about the story together.
· Encourage your child to practise their spelling and tricky words.
· Practise number bonds to 10 and counting in 2s, 5s, and 10s.
