Literacy:	
The children will be examining the features of non-fiction texts and using these to write a poem. They will develop their close reading skills though literacy circles. Working in small groups, they will take on roles which will aid their reading and comprehension. In writing the children will be focussing on non-fiction writing, creating a non-chronological report based on our topic. They will continue to progress in grammar including antonyms and synonyms, comparatives & superlatives, as well as changing verb tenses.

The class will be learning about negative numbers, calendars, two step word problems, algebra, perimeter and area. The pupils will also be finding fractions of numbers, as well as using the four operations to solve money calculations. The class will continue to practise their multiplication tables.
