Dear P7T parents/carers, 

Welcome to Term 3, our longest term of the year. We have lots planned for P7 this term!

Health and Well Being

P.E.
This term our gym days are Monday and Wednesday. Could you please ensure your child doesn’t wear jewellery on gym days? Please note, children are not allowed to take part in gym if they’re wearing earrings. 

Our main areas of focus in PE will be badminton and ball skills. The other P7 class is now swimming this term and our P7T class will be swimming in Term 4!

Health
Our health topic this term will be about substance misuse and the class will also engage with the Relationships and Sexual Health Programme (RSHP), e.g. puberty. Remember, if you wish to opt your child out of aspects of this programme you must send in a note.

Literacy

Writing
We will be learning to create reports and explanation texts this term, with a small focus on Scots language and poetry during Scots Language Week in January.

Reading
This term we shall be working on building our reading skills and strategies towards secondary school level, with more challenging texts, and in preparation for our end of P7 reading assessment (which will take place in April/May). We will look at a variety of both fiction and non-fiction texts.

Talking & Listening
The class will be continuing to build communication skills and the ability to work co-operatively in groups. They will also be delivering individual presentations to the class.

French
In French, we will be learning to talk and write about musical instruments. We will also create ‘All About Me’ booklets in French to ensure we are prepared for the start of secondary school French and transition.




IDL (topic)

For our Term 3 IDLs, we will be learning all about Peace and Conflict (mostly through World War II) and how people are affected by it all around the world. We will be looking into the reasons behind WWII and what important lessons we can gain from learning about it. Our other IDL for Term 3 is a pupil choice IDL, with a focus on science and art. This means the class will choose what the theme for their learning is for the second part of the term.

Numeracy

For number, we will be applying our knowledge of the 4 operations, negative numbers and fractions, decimals and percentages in new contexts, including word problems. We will also be working on ‘beyond number’ topics, which this term will be algebra, area and volume. 

Outdoor Learning/Science
Please ensure that your child always brings or wears a sensible jacket (waterproof if possible) and suitable shoes every day, as we never know what the Scottish weather will do! In Science, as it will be one of our main IDLs this term, we will be learning about Biodiversity, Body Systems, Processes of the Planet, Electricity and Forces.

Other staff/Partnerships
This term Mrs Saeed will teach Maths (Beyond Number) on a Thursday morning and on a Friday morning.
We will continue to have optional Baby Strings on Friday afternoons.

Homework
Your child will still be given weekly spelling lists to learn, and a numeracy and literacy task to complete. All photos or files of work should be uploaded to Seesaw. If you cannot access Seesaw, then you can request a homework jotter.

If you wish to support your child further with their learning this term, you could talk to them about the history of your family during World War II or take them to the library to read about it.
